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Abstract

As digital broadcasting and broadband are becoming popular, the use of HDDs capable of recording and
playing huge amounts of content with high speed is increasing in many AV applications. Furthermore,
consumers are requesting for the ability to carry their media with them anytime, anywhere, which will
naturally cause demand for removable HDDs. Thus, the iVDR Consortium was established in March 2002
and continues to develop and promote the iVDR removable HDD standard. In addition, we have developed
SAFIA content protection technologies first focusing on HDD. SAFIA has been officially approved as the
media to record digital broadcasting content by ARIB (Association of Radio Industries and Businessses).
We have formed the group to license SAFIA to drive iVDR business opportunities for personal computer and
consumer electronic devices. and now iVDR home appliances are expected to be in the market soon in
2007. | speak about features and the business scheme of SAFIA, as well as the 3.5 iVDR Built-in with
SAFIA for immediate attract to the consumer market of home electronics.
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
